Shopping, socializing, and fine dining await in the picturesque mountain village of Villa La Angostura, only a scenic five-minute drive away. Here visitors can enjoy sophisticated international cuisine and ravishing landscapes, and may often find themselves rubbing elbows with European royalty and world renown celebrities.

SURFACE OF THE LAND

The South side of the development overlooks the Nahuel Huapi Lake : 843.26 square meters.

To the North, the property borders National Route 231.

To the East the Arroyo La Estacada.

To the West, private property and the South the Nahuel Huapi Lake.

FEATURES OF THE PROPERTY :

The land is sinuous and covered by woods of the native species which are mainly coihues, Mountain Range Cypresses and Radal.  There are also bushes such as Colihue Cane, Michay, Quiver, etc.  Specimens are to be found at all stages of growth.  In the Western sector of the woods there are interesting and exotic species such as Evergreen Beeches and Pellin Oak, American White Pine, Ponderosa Pine, American Arboreal Thuja and others.

The site has two natural water flows with several waterfalls running into the lake.

SERVICES INFRASTRUCTURE

· Four telephone lines – Fiber Optic network

· Medium voltage electrical power feed with transformer and generating set.

· Two direct accesses to National Route 231 both provided with watchman facilities.  Watchman facility on the lake shore.

· Security system with TV closed circuit, monitoring station and alarm systems.

· Automatic fire detection and extinction system as per NFPA regulations.

· External lighting system reaching the inside road network, the houses and the surrounding sectors of the woods and the beach.

· Vehicle bridge between the East and West sectors of the property and inside road network connecting all buildings and which also serves for taking walks inside the property.

· Access to the beach by vehicle.  The main house is connected to the beach by a footpath with steps and miradors made of special wood.

· North, East and West boundaries are closed in by a security Perimetrical Enclosure, with two gates accessing national route 231.

· TV satellite connection in all the rooms.  Connection to internet.

· Services quarters house the medium tension transformer, boilers for heating hot water, pumps, maintenance workshop and the main laundry in the basement.  There is a double closed garage on the ground floor and four double bedrooms with baths for household staff.

· The caretaker’s house is at the main entrance and has two bedrooms, bathroom, dining room-kitchen and a semi covered garage for 3 or 4 cars.
